(1)No person shall place, cause or permit to be placed any carrion, filth, refuse or
rubbish or any offensive or unwholesome matter, on any street, yard, premises,
enclosure or open space within the Municipality

(2) If any offender under Bye-Law 1(1) of this Bye-law has not been identified or
discovered the existence of any carrion or other substance mentioned in the said
section found close to any building shall be presumed to have been placed by the
ow ner or occupier thereof.

Removal of weeds and ru bbish
2.

The occupier(s) of any premises shall clear and keep free from all dirt, under bush,
under-wood, weeds, high grass rubbish, rags, broken bottles and all offensive
matter (filling up holes with stones, gravel, or other like materials) the streets or
roads at the front, back sides, thereof, with the drains, gutters and channels, thereon.

Provided that where two or more buildings abound on the streets or roads, the
occupier of eachshall keep clean only that half of the street or road nearestto his/her
premises.

Obstruction
4. Where the Assembly under its powers sets Environmental / Health Day, any person

who on the Environmental / Health Day obstructs-
(a) Any person, authorized to cleanse any area of the Municipal Assembly
shall be guilty of an offence and liable to a fine of 50 pendty units or
imprisonment for aterm not exceeding one month.

Prohibition
5. (1) A person shall not cause a nuisance in any public or open space.



(2) No occupier of any premises shall by any act, allow the existence of a nuisance in
his premises.

Prohibition of the deposit of waste materials into drains and open spaces
6. (1)A person shall not deposit litter, refuse or other matter which may cause
nuisance or block the passage provided for a gutter or drains.
Nuisance
7. Any person who for the purpose of his trade, vocation or other business
causessmell or other nuisance to the detriment of his neighbour or the public,
shall be guilty of an offence.

8. (2)A person who flouts Bye-Law 7(1) shall be issued with ticket for spot fine
subject to the payment of the approved fees ddermined by the resolution of the
Assembly special task force set up under this bye-law for this exercise.

Offen ce and Penalty
9. Any person who contravenesany of these Bye-laws commits an offence and
shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not less than 100
penalty units and not exceeding 250 penalty units and in default of payment
to a term of imprisonment not exceeding not less than 6 months and not
exceeding more than 12 months orto both.

Inter pretation

(b) Any animal so kept asto be injuriousto health;

(c) Any accumulation or deposit of excreta or urine or things which are or are
likely to be injuriousto health.

(d) Premisesin such a state of disrepair asto be injurious to the health of man
or livestock.



(e) Any growth of weedsprickly pear, long grass or wild bush of any sort.

(f) Any work, manufacturing, trade or business that is or likely to be
injuriousto health of neighbours

(2) A well, pond or tank, the water of which is tainted with impuritiesasto be

injurious or likely to be injuriousto the health of man or livestock.

2018

IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Kassena NankanaMunicipal Assembly by
section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462)these Byelaws are hereby
made::

Deposit of | itter

A person shall not place, deposit, throw, leave or caused to be placed, deposited,
thrown down and left, otherwise than in a receptacle or place provided by the
Assembly for that purpose, or in any stred, park, recreation ground or other
public or open space to which the public has access, or in any ditch, water
course, gutter or drain abutting on any streetand glass, chinaware, earthenware,
tin, carton, paper, bottles, nails or other sharp substances, orange peel, banana
skin or the skin of any fruit or the leaves or refuse of any vegetable or any
offensive, unwholesome or dangerous substance.

Litter not to be swept into streets or specified places

A person shall not-

(a) Sweep or otherwise remove from any shop, house or vehicle into any street
park, recreation ground or other public or open space to which the public has
access, or in any ditch, water course, gutter or drain abutting on any stred,
any waste paper, shaving or other refuse or litter of any kind

(b) Throw down and leave or cause or permit to be thrown down and left in any
street, park, recreation ground or other public or open space for the purpose
of advertising any bill, placard or other substances.

Conveyance
A person who conveys any filth, dust ashes, refuse or litter or a noxious or
offensive matter or liquid must operate a vehicle that has body of adequate size
and construction for the type of waste bang coll ected.

Removal of fal ling filth or litter

4. The person shall cover the receptacle with a net, tarpaulin or a suitable
material to prevent the litter from falling into or upon the street or any drain or
gutter abutting thereon and shall where necessary for that purpose use acart or
other suitable vehicle or receptacle properly and sufficiently covered.



License

5. (1) A prospective conveyer of any form of waste shall first apply to the Kassena
Nankan Mun icipal Assembly in writing for a license to collect and transport
waste;
(2) The application shall indicate among others the nature of waste to be
collected, the machinery available for that category of waste, the companyz
registration documents among others;
(3) The Assembliesin considering the application shall seek expert advice from
the Environmental Health and Sanitation Department on the suitability of the
applicantz vehicles to be used for the collection of the waste, the safety measures
in place.
(4) After considering the application, the Kassena Nankara Mun icipal
Assembly

shall issue a license subject to the payment of the approved fees ddaermined by
the resolution of the Assembly and other conditions which said license shall
expire on the 31% of December of the year in which the license wasissued and
shall be renewed in the subsequent year.

Failure to comply

6. A license issued under these Bye-laws may be revoked by the Kassena
Nankana Municipal Assembly on the advice of the Environmental Health and

Sanitation Department where the holder has failed to comply with the provisions
of the grant of the license and the provisions of these Bye-Laws.

Notice to offenders
7. (1) A license may be revoked by the Assembly after a written notice has been
served on the defaulting party and given fifteendays to remedy the wrong but has
failed and or refuse to do so.

(2) Any license so withdrawn shall only be redored after the applicant has
complied with all the requirements required under these Bye-laws.
Revision of terms

7. Theterms of the grant of the license shall be reviewed every year.

Cleaning
8. (DIf during the conveyance of filth, dust, ashes, refuse or litter some fall off from
the vehicle or any object being used, the person undertaking such conveyance

shall cause same to be removed and clean the place on which such filth, dust,
ashes, refuse or litter falls,

(2) For purposesof this Byet Law 4(1), a vehicle conveying filth which litters the
street or any place shall be surcharged by a task force set up to enforce the
provisions of these Bye-laws.

Notice

9. If any person contravenes any of the provisions of these Bye-laws the
Kassena Nankama Municipal Assembly may by notice in writing served on
such person affixed to some conspicuous place near the article complained of
require such person to remove and keep removed the said article within forty-
eight hours from the date of the natice.

Collection of refuse

The owner or occupier of any premisesother than premisesowned by the Ghana
Government or an organ thereof requires the Assembly or other private
companies toremove refuse from there daily shall-

(a) Submit an application in writing to the Assembly containing the name,
address andthe house number of the applicant of such premises and
other particulars sufficient to enable the premises identified by the
Assembly or the private company;

(b) And at hisown expense provide at a convenient place on the premises
or such other place as the Assembly or the company may direct a
dustbin or other receptacle for containing refuse which shall be of
metal or plastic with a close fitting lid and shall be of such dimensions
asshall be gpproved in writing by the Assembly.

Provision of du stbins

(1) If it appears to the Assembly that there are no proper means of depositing
domestic refuse in any reddential areas andthe Assembly is satisfied that in the
interest of public health it is necessary that the proper provision made for that
purpose,the Assembly may by notice in writing require the occupier or owner of
the premises in the area to provide such number of covered dustbins or other
receptacles for the reception of domestic refuse of such material, size and
construction asthe Assembly may direct;

(2) The Assembly. shall place a bigger receptacle at a central point to enable
owners and occupiers tip their bin in the bigger receptacle at a fee deermined by
aresolution of the Assembly.

(3)Where a person fails to comply with these requirements within such period as
may be specified therein, the Environmental Department of Kassena Nankama
Mun icipal Assembly shall issue summons to the person or persons involved for
prosecaution in court.

12. A person, other than a person employed by the Kassena Nankama
Mun icipal Assembly in connection with the removal and disposal of refuse, shall
not disturb the material deposited or refuse.

Prohibition
The occupier of the premises shall not deposit or cause to be left in any dustbin
provided for the reception of domestic refuse any liquid or faecalmatter.

Fees

(1)The owner or occupier of premises on which business industrial or recydable

waste is generated, must ensure that until the appointed times for collection by

the Assembly or a private company;

a) The wageisstored in abulk container or other approved receptacle; and

b) The waste shall be treated such that it does not pose as health risk and or
nuisance to the neighborhood.

The fee for the removal of domestic and commercial refuse shall be payable in

advance determined by resolution of the Assembly differently for domestic and

commercial waste.

Notice to discontinue

16. A person desirous of discontinuing this service shall notify the Kassena
Nankana Municipal Assembly Sdicitor of the Assembly or an official of the
company involved not less than 14 clear days to the expiration of the end of the
month the person wishes to disoontinue the service of the Assembly or any
company.

17. TheseBye-laws on Abatement of litter shall apply within the area of authority of
the Kassena Nankara Mun icipal Assembly.

Revocation
18. Any Bye-laws on Abatement of litter in existence immediately before the coming
into force of these Bye-laws is hereby revoked.

IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Kassena NankanaM unicipal Assembly by

section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462)these Byelaws are hereby
made::

Category of Wastes
(1) The following categories of waste shall be covered under these bye-laws

(2) Waste of the desaiptions set out in this schedule shall be treated as
household waste for the purposesof all the provisions of the Environmental
Sanitation Bye-laws.

(3) Waste of the following descaiptions shall not be treated as household waste

for the purposes of clause --- (disposal of household waste within the
cartilage of a private dwelling) ¢
a. any mineral or synthetic oil or grease;
b. asbestos; and
c. clinical waste
(4) Waste of the desaiptions set out in this Schedule shall be treated as
industrial waste for the purposes of the provisions of the Urban
Environmental Sanitation by e-laws.
(5) Waste of the desciptions set out in this Schedule shall be treated as
commercial waste for the purposes of the provisions of the Urban
Environmental Sanitation by e-laws.

Licensing for the Collection of Waste
1. The Kassena Nankana Municipl Assembly is the sole authority
regponsible for the collection and disposal of waste as per functions of the
Assembly defined in The 1973 Act462, Establishment Instrument of the Kassena
Nankana Municipal Assembly and the Public Health Law Statutesof 1975,and
it resaves the right to license (or revoke licenses) its agents or contractors to
provide the same service asthe Assembly may direct.

Prohibition of Unlicensed Collection of Wastes
2. BExcept by regulation, a person shall not engage in the collection and disposal of
waste as a business without license from the appropriate authorizing officer of
the Assembly



Certification of Collection of Plant and Equipment
3. Licensed agents and contractors (private operators) of the Assembly shall cause
all plant and equipment for the collection (and transport) of waste to be
inspected for make, condition and age and shall be issued acertificate of
inspection by the appropriate authorizing officer.
Categories of Licensed Private Operators
4. Acoording to the collection service prescribed by the Assembly and the plant and
equipment, and service requirements, licenseesshall be categorized aslarge,
medium or small scale.

5. According to (3) of these bye-laws define the categories ofprivate operators and
the licensing requirements

Storage of Col lection of Wastes

6. Where the Assembly has arranged for the collection of household waste from
any premisesthen the Assembly (or its certified agent) may by a notice served on
the occupier of the premises, require her/him to place the waste for collection in
receptacleswhich are of a kind and number reasonably specified in the notice.

7. Where anotice is served as per 7, the Assembly may provide for the receptacles
free of charge or upon single payment or such periodical payments for the
receptacle ass/he agreeswith the Assembly.

8. A redpient of notice as per 7 shall provide the specified receptacle within a
period specified in the notice if the notice does not specify provision by the
Assembly.

9. The approved containers to be employed for specific types and levels of service
are asindicated in 2 of these bye-laws.

10. Where by notice 7, it appears to the Assembly (and/or its agents) that there is the
likelihood to be situated, on any premisesin its service area, canmercial waste or
industrial waste of a kind which, if the waste is not stored in receptacles of a
particular kind, and is likely to cause nuisance or to be detrimental to the
amenities of the locality in which the premises are situated, the Assembly may,
by notice served on the occupier of the premises, require him to provide at the
premises receptacles for the storage of such waste which, subject to 9 of this
section, are of a kind and number reasonably specified in the notice.



Collection Times of Wastes
11. The Assembly (or its authorized agents) shall serve notice of commencement of a
collection service in areas specified for particular services and the notice shall
indicate collection days and times



12. Schedule 1(3) of these bye-laws specify the areasdesignated for particular collection
services,days and timesfor collection.

Charges for the Collection of Wastes
13. The collection of any of the ty pes of waste set out in Schedule 1 (4) of these bye-laws
is prescribed in respect of which a charge for collection may be made.

Waste Disposal Arrangements
14. The Assembly shall ensure that adequate arrangements are made by the Assembly

(and/or its agents) for the purpose of disposal of all waste collected within its service

area.

15. The Assembly shall provide in the arrangements (or plans) information asto ¢

1. Thekinds and quantities of waste which the Assembly expects will be placed in
the disposal site during the life of operation of the disposal site.

2. Thekinds and quantities of waste which the Assembly expects to be disposed of
by its agents or other certified persons during the life of operation of the disposal
site.

3. The methods by which in the opinion of the Assembly waste in its jurisdiction
should be disposed of, and for a specific site the plant and equipment which the
Assembly and other persons are providing and during the period of operation of
the disposal site proposes toprovide and expects dher persons to provide.

Prohibition of Unlicensed Disposal of Wastes
17 Except by regulation, aperson shall not ¢
(1) Place or deposit waste on any land or cause or knowingly allow waste to be
placed on any land; or
(2) Use any plant or equipment, or cause or knowingly allow any plant or
equipment to be used, for the purpose of disposing of waste unless the land on
which the waste is placed is designated by the Assembly for the purpose and the
person dully licensed by the Assembly to place the waste at such designated
disposal site.



Feesto be charged for the Disposal of Wastes

18. The Assembly resaves the right to charge or caused to be charged tipping fees
(by volume or tonnage) for the placement of prescribed waste by licensed operators at
any designated disposal site. The Schedule (5) to these bye-laws indicates the type of
waste to be accepted at the Assembly s disposal sites and the fees applicable for each
category.

Penaties
19. Any person who contravenesany of the provisions of the precedng bye-laws shall
be guilty of an offence and liable on summary conviction to a fine not less than 100
penalty units and not exceeding 250 pendty units or a conviction on indictment
to imprisonment for a term of six month not exceeding on year or afine or both.
20. Any person who contravenes subsedion 2 shall be deemed to have committed an
offence and shall be liable to a fine which shall be imposed by a court of law upon
service of notice of the offence by the Assembly to the appropriate court.
21. A person who contravenessubsedion 17 of this bye-law in a case where ¢
(1) The waste in question is of a nature that is poisonous, noxious or pollut ing;
and
(2) Its presence on the land is likely to giverise to an environmental hazard ; and
(3) It is placed on the land in circumstances or for such a period that the
placement may be reasonably assumed to have been done as a meansof the
waste being disposed of (whether by her/him-self or others)
Shall be guilty of a criminal act and shall be fine and/or convicted by a court of law
upon service of notice of such offence by the Assembly to an appropriate court.

Kassena Nankana Municipal Assembly (Stray Anima Is) Bye-Laws, 2018

IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Kassena NankanaM unicipal Assembly by
section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462) these Byelaws are hereby made:

Seizure of unattended animal
1. An Environmental Health Officer who finds any stray animal in any public part
of the Municipality without any person in charge thereof may seize and impound
such animal and send it to the place set aside by the Assembly for that purpose.
2. An animal so impounded shall be releasedby the Assembly. to the owner upon
the payment of a fee fixed by the resolution of the Assembly

Prohibition

3. Therearing and or the keeping of animals in any premisesor in any part of the
Assembly otherwise than for immediate slaughter or in such public place asthe
Assembly may provide for that purpose, is forbidden and animals kept in
contravention of these Bye-laws may be seized by any person authorized by the
Assembly and placed in a pond.

Permission to keep animal
4. Notwithstanding Bye-Law 2, a person may keep animals within the area of
administration of Assembly for domestic, religious or customary purposesupon
the conditions that the animals-
(a) Are kept in akraal which iswell maintained and always kept clean; and
(b) Do not constitute a nuisance by such or noise to neighbours; and
(c) Are attended to by veterinary officers or assistants and the owners are to
ensure that sanitary rules specified by Municipal Assembly are maintained.

Cattle breeders

5. It shall be an offence for cattle ownersto bring cattle to the resdential areasand
the streets. For avoidance of doubt cattle shall be confined to their kraal outside
reddential areas.



Imp ounding of stray animal



6. Where an Environmental Health Officers of the Assembly impound cattle or any
stray animal under Bye-laws 1 of these Bye-Laws-
() The Assembly shall not be liable for any animal that may die after it has
beenimpounded.
(b) An owner of any impounded animal may retrieve it on conditions as may
be determined by the Assembly
7. Any animal placed in a pound may be detained there until the owner pays to the
Assembly a fee covering the impounding and the maintenance of the cattle as
may from time to time be fixed by resolution of the Assembly .

Sae of impounded stray animal
8. Where the animal remains with the Assembly for seven days or more, the animal
shall be sold by public auction and the proceedspaid to the Assembly .

Prohibitions on keeping dogs and pets

(2)A person shall not keep any kind of dog or bitch unless the person applies for
and obtain alicense from the Assembly to do so;

(2) The health department of the Assembly shall before granting a license satisfy
itself that the dog has been duly vaccinated against rabieson the production of a
signed Certificate issued by the Veterinary Officer to this effect;

(3) The officer from the health department after inspecting and certifying the
authenticity of the badge shall provide to the keeper by the Licensing Officer
which badge shall be kept on the dog at all times whilst the license remains in
force;

(4) A license issued under these Bye-laws shall expire on the 31 Decanber of the
yearin which it is issued;

(5) The owner shall renew the license by subjedcing the animal for another
vacdnation and follow the same processto renew the license which shall also
expire on the 31 day of the yearin which it wasissued.

Assembly s role

Stray dogs/pets

(1)A dog in regpect of which a license is granted shall be confined in a house by
the owner and shall not be allowed to be at large except with the owner or
someone and on leash.

(3) It shall be lawful for any Police Officer, Health Officer, Task Force of Assembly

or any person authorized by the Assembly to seize any stray dog found at large
and bring it before a Magistrate who may direct that the dog be returned to its
owner or assgned to a suitable person or make such order ashe may think fit.

Keeper of dogs/pets



3. A person in whose custody, charge or possession or on whose premisesa dog is
found shall, for the purpose of these Bye-laws, be deemed to be keeper of such dog
unlessthe contrary is provided.

Seizure of di seased dogs/pets

4. An Officer of the Assembly authorized in that behalf may seize any dog which is
suffering or which he reasonably believesto be suffering from manger, rabies or
other disease within the meaning of the Disease of Animals Act, 1916 (Act 83).

5. A person who has a dog license in force shall produce it within twenty-four
hours on request by an officer of the Assembly in that behalf.

Vaccination

6. Aperson who keepsa dog shall have it inoculated once every year against rabies
at the Department of Animal Health and obtain a Certificate to that in regect of
the dog.

Offen ce and penalty
7. Any person who contravenesany of these Bye-laws commits an offence and shall
be liable on summary conviction to a fine not less than 100 penalty units and
not exceeding 250 penalty units and in default of payment to a term of imprisonment
not exceeding not less than 6 nonths and not exceeding more than 12 months or to
both.

A w
may from time to time organize communal labour in any Town or Community or
Electoral areawithin the Kassena Nankana Municipal Assembly, asthe organizing
Aut hority deemsnecessary.

N otice of Communal Labour



2. (1) The Assembly or Organizing Autho rity may give at least seven E E andtice to
residents of the relevant town or village or electoral area before the date set for the
communal labour.
(2) The notices shall take the form using a van with mounted speakers or any
appropriate means to making the announcement of an impending communal
labour.
(3) The Assembly or Organizing Autho rity may, where the circumstances so require
give shorter notice asit may determine.
(4) The notice shall include-
(a) The date, time and the place or location where the communal labour is to be
organized
(b) The nature of the communal labour to be undertaken.

Qualif ication
3. (1) A person of 18 years up to sixty years resident in the relevant town or village or
electoral areashall take part in any communal labour organized under Bye-law .1
(2) The Assembly or Organizing Autho rity may exempt any person from taking part
in acommunal labour organised by it if it is satisfied that ¢
(a) The person is sick
(b) The person is required to appear before a Court to give evidence or is
to help the police in any investigation;
(c) The person is attending the funeral of his relative or of such person as
the Assembly or Organizing Autho rity may approve;or
(d) Such persons who are sixty years and above.
(e) Aside sub clause (d), persons coming under any of the clause shall give
evidence of their condition.

Offen ce and Penalty
4. (1)Any person who contravenes any of these Bye-laws commits an offence and
shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not less than 100 penalty units
and not exceeding 250 penalty units and in default of payment to a term of imprisonment

not exceeding not less than 6 nonths and not exceeding more than 12 months or to both

(2) A person who, without lawful justification or excuse, the proof of which lieson
him incites any person to refuse to take part in any communal labour organized
under these Bye-laws commits an offence, and shall be liable on conviction to a fine

person shall place or cause or permit to be placed any carrion, filth, dirt, refuse or
rubbish or any offensive or unwholesome matter, on any street, yard, enclosure
or open space in such an area except at such place set aside.

Littering of Lorry Parks
2. No person shall place or cause to be placed any refuse, rubbish or any offensive
or unwholesome matter at any lorry park except at approved places asmay be
provided for that pur pose

Removal of Weeds and Other Offen sive Mater ial
3. The occupiers of premises shall clear and keep free from all dirt, underbrush,
underwood, weeds, high grass rags, broken bottles, refuse, rubbish and all
offensive matter (filling up holes with stones gravel, or other like material) the
streets or roads at the front, back and side thereof, with drains, gutters and
channels therein asthe case may be

Burial of the Dead
4. Where the Assembly hasat any community set aside a place for use as Cemetery
or where a cemetery hasotherwise been lawfully provided at any areano person
shall bury or cause to be buried at or in any areaor in the neighbourhood of such
town or community the body of any deceased person except at such cemetery

Offen ces
5. Any person who contravenes any of these Bye-laws commits an offence and
shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not less than 100 penalty
units and not exceeding 250 penalty units and in default of payment to a term of
imprisonment not exceeding not less than 6 nonths and not exceeding more than
12 months or to both



6. Itisan offence under these Bye-Lawsto

(1) Refuse to give 001 &ma on demand by any Environmental Health

(9) Any rat-infested premises orhouse isnot in actual occupation include house
or premises.

(10) Occupier ?shall, where the building is not in actual occupation include the
ow ner thereof.



Kassena NankanaMunicipal Assembly (Cemeteries) Bye-Laws, 2018
IN exercise of the powers conferred on the M etropoli tan/Mun icipal/District Assembly
by section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462) hereby make these Bye- Laws:

Control of ceme tery

1. (DTheAssembly. shall for the purpose of these Bye-laws have the control and
management of all cemeteries within the Municipality .
(2) In regpectof cemeteries avned by churches and other religious organizations, the
Assembly shall have astandard code of conditions to be followed by all the
organisations.
(3) The Health Department shall ensure that all cemeteriesunder the control of the
Assembly. are kept neat and tidy at all time.

Plan of cemetery

2. The Assembly shall prepare a plan of the cemetery by alicensed Surveyor, in which the
position of all grave spaces and pathways shall be delineated and plotted and this plan
shall be kept in the office of the sexton-in-charge of the cemetery.

Infan t/free burial



3. Ineachcemetery, a part may be set aside for infant burials, and a part may likewise be
set aside for free hurials.

Grave space
4. Inevery cemetery grave space shall be 2.4 meters by 1.2m except that in that part of the
cemetery reserved for infant burials, each grave shall be 1.5mby 0.9m.

Depth of grave
5. No grave in Assembly. cemeteay shall be lessthan 1.2m deep and this shall have the
certification of the sexton in charge of the cemetery.

Register of burials

6. Eah grave space delineated and plotted in the plan provided for in by-law 2 of these
Bye-laws shall be numbered and the sexton-in-charge of the said cemetery shall cause a
Register of burials to be kept in the form shown in the schedule to these Bye-laws.

Vaul ts
7. No greater number than six grave spaces shall in a cemetery be granted to any one
person or family for the construction of a vault.

Cremation

8. The sexton-in-charge in conjunction with the Health Department of the Assembly shall
make arrangement for the provision of facilities for persons whose religious belief
requires thecremation of their bodies.

Head Stones

9. (1)The foundation of a head stone or other memorial in the cemetery shall not extend
more than 6m below the surface of the grave.
(2) The sexton-in-charge shall ensure compliance by all who intend to erect a mamorial.

Restrictions
10. (1) No burial shall be allowed without a permit issued by the Assembly after the
payment of the requisite fees.



(2) A relative of a deceased person shall apply for a burial permit with a certificate of
death issued by arecognized hospital or clinic.

(3) Where the person died outside a hospital but kept in a mortuary, a notice from the
mortuary shall be used to apply for aburial permit.

(4) In all cases of applying for a permit, the Assembly. shall by a special resolution fix
the feespayable.

Free burials

11.No free burial shall be allowed without the written authority of the
Municipal Chief Exeautive, which written authority shall specify the reasons for
permitting freeburial.

Hours of burial
12. Burials may take place at the cemetery between the hours of half past six and eleven
oz |&ck forenoon or betweenthe hours of three and six in the afternoon.
Fees
13. (1) Fees for grave and vaults in a cemetery shall be payable at the rate fixed by
resolution of the Assembly and by or on behalf of the Ministry of Local Government.
(2) Free kurials permitted under Bye-law 10shall not attr act any fee.

Nuisance
14. A person shall not commit any nuisance in a cemetery.

M onitoring and compl iance

15. The Environmental Health and Sanitation Department shall visit all cemeteriesin the
Assembly at least once in every two months to ascertain the level of compliance of
this Bye-Law and report to the Municipal Chief Exeautive for necessary action(s) to be
taken on issues raised during the visit.

made:
Abatement notice

1.

(1))Where the Assembly is satisfied that a nuisance exists, an Environmental Health
Officer shall serve a notice (in this Bye-law referred to as? d&ement Noticl < after
being notified by the sub metro/Sub district/ Town Council concerned on the person
by whose act, default or sufferance the nuisance exists continues, or if, that person
cannot be found the owner or occupier of the premises onwhich the nuisance arises;
(2) An abatement notice shall require the person on whom it is served to abate the
nuisance and to execute such works and to take such steps within such period as
may be specified in the notice;

(3)The environmental officer who issued the notice shall follow through having
regard to the time given to the owner or occupier to abate the nuisance to ensure
compliance;

(4) Where the person causing the nuisance cannot be found, and it is clear that the
nuisance does not arise or continue by the act, default or sufferers of the owner or
occupier of the premisesthe Assembly may itself take such steps as may be required
to abate the nuisance and to prevent are-occurr ence thereof.

Nuisance compl aint

(1) If the person on whom an abatement notice has been served makes default in
complying with any of the requirements of the notice, or if the nuisance although
abated since the service of the notice, is in the opinion of the Assembly, likely to re-
occur on the same premises, the Assembly shall cause a complaint to be made to a



court of competent jurisdiction for summons to be issued requiring such person to
appear before such Court to sign abond that the nuisance shall not re-occur;

(2) Where any person is aggrieved by the existence of any nuisance, after these steps
taken above, such person may issue civil summons against the person in regect of
the nuisance to a Court of competent jurisdiction requiring the person by whose act,



default or sufferance the nuisance arisesor continuesto appear before such Court to
show cause why the person should not be punished.

Nuisance orders

3. (1) Where on the hearing of a complaint made on non-compliance with an
Abatement Notice, it is proved that the nuisance exists, or that although abated it is
likely to re-occur on the same premises, the Court shall make a Nuisance Order for
any of the follow ing purposes;

(a) An Abatement Order requiring the defendants to comply with all or any of
the requirement of the Abatement Notice, or otherwise to abate the nuisance
within a time specified in the Order and to execute any works necessary for
that purpose;

(b) A prohibition Order prohibiting a re-occurrence of the nuisance and requiring
the defendant within a time specified in the Order to exeaute any works
necessary to prevent are-occurrence;

() A closing Order, prohibiting the use of the premises for human habitation
provided that a closing Order shall be made only if the Court is satisfied that
by reason of the nuisance, that premises are unfit for human habitation.

(2) Where on the hearing of a complaint made on non-compliance with an Abatement
Notice it is proved that the allegednuisance existed at the date of the making of the
complaint it either existed or likely to re-occur the court may order the defendant to pay
the Assembly such reasonable sum as the Court may determine in respect of the
expenses incurred by the Assembly in or in connection with the making of the
complaint and the proceedings before the Court.

(3) If it appears to the Court that the person by whose act, default or sufferance the
nuisance arises or the owner or occupier of the premises cannot be found, the nuisance
order may be addressed to and exeauted by the Assembly.
(4) (& On the hearing of the complaint, the Court may in addition to making a
Nuisance Order impose a fine not exceeding the limit prescribed by the Bye-laws.
(b)Any person who fails to comply with the Abatement Order shall unless he
proves that he has used all due diligence to carry out the Order be liable to such
fine and such daily penalty for every day on which the offence continues not
exceeding the limit prescribed by the Bye-laws.



(c) Any person who knowingly contravenes aprohibition or closing Order shall be
liable to such daily penalty for every day on which the offence continues not
exceeding the limit prescribed by the Bye-laws.

Proceedings against several persons

4. (DWhere a nuisance appearsto be wholly or partly caused by the acts or defaults of
two or more persons, the Assembly may, in its discretion institute proceedings
against the one of, or all of them; any one or more of the persons proceeded against
may be ordered to abate the nuisance for as far as it appears to the court to be
caused by his or their acts or defaults, or may be prohibited from continuing any
acts or defaults which, in the opinion of the court, contribute to the nuisance or may
be fined or otherwise punished and the costs may be apportioned asthe court may
deem fair and reasonable.
(2) Where some or any of the persons, by whose acts or defaults a nuisance has been
caused, have been proceeded against, they may without prejudice to any other
remedy, recover in a summary manner, from the other persons who were proceeded
against, a proportionate part of the costs, of, and incidental to the proceedings and
the abatement of the nuisance, and of any fine or costs ordered to be paid in the
proceedings.

Abatement of nuisance by Assembly
5. (1)Where a nuisance order has not been complied with the Assembly may abate the
nuisance and do whatever may be necessary in the exeaution of the Order;
(2) Any expensesreasonably incurred by the Assembly in abating, or preventing the
reaurrence of a nuisance in respect of which a Nuisance Order has been made may
be recovered by it.
(3) Where the Assembly proceedsto recover such expenses as aforesad, the Court
may apportion the expenses between persons by whose acts or defaults the nuisance
wascaused in such manner asthe court may deem fair and reasonable.

Nuisance arising outside the Municipality

6. Where nuisance within the Municipality appears to be wholly or partly caused
by some act or default committed or taking place outside the Municipality , the
Assembly may take proceedings as if the act or default was committed within the
Municipality .



Provided that the proceedings may be taken before a court having jurisdiction in the
place where the act or default is alleged to be committed.

Abatement of nuisance

7. Without prejudice to the precedng Bye-laws, where the requirements of the Abatement
Notice have not beencomplied with the Assembly may abate the nuisance.

8. The metro guards in conjunction with the Environmental Protection Agency shall
monitor persons served with abatement notice to ensure compliance with the orders so
issued and further check the various levels of noise.

Offen ce and Penalty

9. Any person who fails without reasonable excuse (the proof of which shall lie on such
person) to comply with any of the requirements of the Abatement Notice served on him
shall be liable to a fine of between 100-250 penalty units or imprisonment for a term not
exceeding three months and to a further fine of 5 penalty units for each day on which
the offence cortinuesafter the conviction of the defaulter.

1. A person shall not use a place for the sale of musical recards or other recarded
music unless the place has been inspected, approved and licensed by the
Assembly.

License

2. (1) The prospective operator shall apply in writing to the Assembly to inspect the
premises designated for the sale of musical recards or other recorded music and
assessthe place before granting a license;
(2) The Assembly shall prescribe conditions for the applicant to fulfill before
issuing the license. The conditions include complying with the noise level
permitted under the law and putting in place a sound proof structure.



(3) A license issued shall expire on the 31 day of Decanber in the year in which
the license was issued.

Withdrawal of license
The Assembly may withdraw a license issued under these Bye-laws where the
ow ner of the premises-
(a) After the issue of the license makes an unauthorized alteration to any
sound-proofed structure ;
(b) Is convicted of any offence under these Bye-laws or
(c) Conductsthe businessto pollute the environment.

Fadlities for listening
Premises issued with a license for the sale of musical records or other recarded
music there shall have such gadgets and instruments to eliminate any loud noise
to the public.

Mu sic played for advertisement

(1) A person shall not play or cause the playing of recorded music or recorded
advertisement in public for the purpose of advertisement in such manner asto
cause disturbance or nuisance to the public. For purposes of this Bye-law, the
noise produced shall not exceed the permitted level under the law;

(2) A person who flouts Bye-law 5(1) shall be liable to pay a fine of 40 penalty
units.

(3) The Assembly shall set up a task force to ensure compliance with this Bye-
law with powers to confiscate all materials being used by the person. The task
force shall be based at the sub-metros.

(4) A person whose materials are confiscated shall within 7 days pay the
appropriate penalty and further undertakes in writing that he or she shall not
flout Bye-Law 5(2);

Religious institutions

70°. (1) A church conducting a religious service shall not play any music or allow
any music to be played or preach or pray at the service so loudly asto cause
disturbances ornuisance to resdents in an area.
(2) Where music is played in areligious institution, the sound effect of the music
shall remain within the confines of the buildings.
(3) For the purposes of Bye-law 7(2), religious institutions must acquire sound
insulators to enable the sound produced stay within the permitted sound level
required under the law.
(4) A person conducting a religious service where music is to be played or
preacing of sermons shall be between 6 a.m.to 10 pm.
(5) Where a religious institution organizes an all-night service it shall have the
facilities and gadgetsto ensure that the sound effect of the music and any adivity
remains within the confinesof the building.
(6) Any religious institutions shall not use loud speakers for call to worship and
religious preadiing betweenthe hoursof 10p.m. and 5 am.

Excessive noise levels



(1) Where a religious institution, an individual, a music shop or a disc jockey
flouts the bye-law on noise making, by making excessive noise, a person affected
or the task force set up under these Bye-laws shall set out to investigate the
complaint;

(2The Health depatment in conjunction with the task force must first
investigate the complaint by conducting independent checks. Where it is
estadished that the noise is a nuisance the department will contact the offender
with an abatement notice if necessary drawing the attention to the provisions of
the Bye-laws and warned to abate the nuisance.

(3) If the offender fails to comply with the notice, the Assembly shall impose a
fine of 60 pendty units on the offender;

14. A person shall not for the purpose of hawking, selling, distributing or
advertising any articles or goods or buying or collecting any other goods or
articles shout or ring any bell or any other noisy instrument in any streetor other
public place so asto cause disturbance to inhabitants of the neighbourhood after
being requested to dedst by any police officer or the task force estadished under
this Bye-law.



Offen ce and penalty

and Country Planning, the Lands Commission, Environmental Protection
Agency and Water Resources Commisson in the Upper East Region to collect
the dataon wetlands, water resources and its adjoining lands.
(3) Upon ascertaining the areasthe Assembly shall proceedto publish in a paper
that circulates in the Municipalit y, the electonic and print media all the areas
concerned and inform the general public that no development shall take place in
the designated area.
(4) The Assembly shall also erect a sign post at the site showing the demarcation
of the areaon the sign post.
(5) The Assembly shall indicate on this sign post that under no circumstances
shall any person or company undertake any exercise to change the condition of
the resource areasubject to protection under this bye-law.
(6) Examples of alteration or change include but are not limited to,
i) The changing of pre-existing drainage -characteristics, flushing
characteristics, sedimentation patterns, flow patterns and flood retention
areas;
i) Undertaking an activity that raises or lowers the water level or water
table;
iii) The destruction of vegetation;
iv) Reclaiming a wetland for purposes of putting up a structure or
undertaking any development in the designated area.

Discussions with traditional authority

IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Kassena NankanaMunicipal Assembly by

79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462)hereby make these Bye-Laws:

Premisesfor slaughter house

1. (1) No premises or place shall serve asa slaughter house unlessthe premises has
been approved by the Assembly as such. To that extent the Assembly shall
oversee daughter house in the city of Ghana.
(2) The Assembly shall form a Task Force to check persons operating slaughter
housesnot approved by the Assembly and cause them to cease operations.
(3)The slaughter-house shall be opened for the slaughter of animals during the
hours of5am and 3pm only asthe slaughter house shall stipulate but in special
circumstances and on the realization of such, extra fee as the officials may think
fit, allow the slaughter of an animal at any other time, under his written
permisson.
(4)Every slaughter house shall pay a fee to be fixed by a special resolution of the
Assembly for the issuance of a permit to operate aslaughter house,
(5) The Assembly before issuing the permit shall be guided by the expert advice
from the Veterinary Officer and the Environmental Health Officer of the
Assembly.

Operational manual
2. The Veterinary and Environmental Health Officers shall fix at a conspicuous place in
the slaughter house a natiice showing: -

(i) The hours of working of the slaughter house.

(ii) The feespayable and

(i) Any other directions that the slaughter house may seefit to issue.

Display of Slaughter house Bye-law

3. A copy of these Bye-Laws and a list of the registered slaughter-men shall be hanged
at a conspicuous place in the slaughter-house to enable all persons working therein to
know these bye-laws.



Infe cted person

4, (i) A person infected with tuberculosis, or any other infedious or contagious
disease shall not enter the slaughter house.
(i) The Veterinary and Environmental Officers shall require any person using
the slaughter-house to submit to a medical inspecion which shall be done before
working in the slaughter house.

Officer.

ground within any portion of the slaughter house.
(i) Hides and skins shall not be dragged within the slaughter house premises
except on the hairy sides.

1. No gut saapping trips cleaning manufacture or preparation of articles of food for
meant animals, house hold washing or work of any nature, other than isinvolved in
the slaughter house of animals and the dressing of carcasses, shall be permitted in
the slaughter house.

In spection of animals
9. Every animal intended for slaughter shall be brought to the Lairage and presented for
inspection to the Veterinary and Environmental Officers.
10. The Veterinary Public Health Officer shall not approve an animal for slaughter, if: -
(i) It is lessthan 15 months old.
(i) It is in afebrile condition or is excessively old.
(iii) It ispregnant or iswith unweaned young.



(iv) It isdeceased or in adying condition provided that an animal which has met
with an accident, but is otherwise healthy may be goproved.

(v) It shows symptoms of having been treated cruelly by over-trucking, over-
driving, or other acts.

(vi) Adog or

(vii) Any animal not meant for slaughter or for the slaughter of which the
slaughter house isnot provided.

Any animal brought into the slaughterhouse in contravention of this Bye-Laws
hall be summarily removed under the orders of the Veterinary and
Environmental Officers.

Mai ntenance of register
11. The Veterinary and Environmental Officers shall maintain a register in which he
shall record: -
(i) The age, class, sex and a brief description of each animal presented for
slaughter.
(i) Name and addressof the owner of the animal.
(iii) Result of ante-mortem inspection.
(iv) Result of post mortem inspection and
(v) Fees recwered.

Rejected animal
12. An animal rejected for slaughter shall not be brought again to the slaughterhouse.

Infe ctious animal

13. Animal found to be affected by any zoonotic disease or which are reasonably
suspected of being so affected shall, if the Veterinary and Environmental Officers so
directs, to be quarantined forthwith Appr oved animals

14. Animals approved for slaughter shall be branded or marked with a distinctive mark
on the ears, hoofs or horns and admitted to the waiting yard, provided that no animal
shall be admitted to the lairage, if the prescribed fee hasnot beenpaid.

15. While in the kraal the owner or the person in charge of the animal shall be
responsible for its seaurity, proper care, feeding and watering provided that the



slaughter house may arrange for feeding of animals, while in the lairage and recover the
expansesfrom the owner.

Collection of fees

16. Saughter house fee will be collected from the owners or person in charge for all the
animals to be slaughtered after inspection has beencompleted. The fee will be fixed by
the Assembly from time to time.

In spection of slaughter materials

17. The Veterinary and Environmental Officers may inspect the instruments and
appliances of every slaughter-man and may prohibit the use of any instrument or
appliance by a slaughter-man, if in his opinion such instrument or appliance is not in
proper working condition.

Place of slaughter

18. The Veterinary and Environmental Officers shall assign a place to each slaughter-
man for slaughtering and no animal shall be slaughtered by a slaughter man at any
other place than the place assigned to him.

Slaughter of animals

19. Every animal shall be slaughtered immediately over the drain and no blood shall be
allowed to flow upon the floor. No animal shall be slaughtered in public view, or in
view of another animal.

20. Saughtered animals shall be disemboweled as soon as possible after slaughter, to
the satisfaction of the Veterinary and Environmental Officers.

21. That the offal of the slaughtered animals shall not be washed into the drain or
allowed to drop on the floor but shall be emptied into receptacles provided for the
purpose by the slaughter house.

Burial of carcass

22. The Veterinary and Environmental Officers may cause to be buried or destroyed
any carcass or part of a carcass found to be blown or stuffed.

23. All carcasses shall after flaying and the cleaning be presented to the Veterinary
Public Health Officer for inspection.



24. (i) Veterinary and Environmental Officers, shall have his own knives, wipe and
instruments for examining carcassesand parts and organsthereof.
(i) Knives and other instruments that have been used for cutting or examining
any diseased organ, gland or tissue shall not again be used for any purpose until
they have beenproperly disinfected.

Condemned meat
25. All meat examined and condemned shall be destroyed, buried or otherwise
disposed of under the orders of the Veterinary Public Health Officer.

Passed meat

26. All carcasses which have been examined and passed by the Veterinary and
Environmental Health Officers as fit for human consumption shall be marked
? $ R Béd and Passed? wE O @®dn idéntifying mark for the kind of meat.

Removal of carcass

27.No person shall remove any carcass from the slaughter house premises until it has

beenduly examined and passed by the Veterinary and Environmental Health Officers.

28. (1)No person shall remove or cause to be removed from the premises of the
slaughter house any carcass or meat except in a clean receptacle and covered in
such a manner as to be saeened from public view and adequately protected
against fliesand dust.
(2)If any carcass or meat is removed in a vehicle the conveyance shall be such
that the meatis well ventilated but at the same time invisible. The carcasses shall
be huge on hooks and not dumped on the floor of the vehicle.

14. (1) A person shall not carry on any professon, occupation, trade or businessin or
upon any premises or land in the Municipality unlessthe Assembly hasissued a
license in respect of such premises.
(2) A license granted under these Bye-laws shall expire on the 31 Decanber of
the year it wasissued.
(3) A person who starts business profession or trade later than January in a year
shall pay a commensurate rate (prorata).
(4) A license granted under this bye-law shall be displayed in a conspicuous part
of the premises orland, and is not transferable.

Fee

15. There shall be charged for every license a feeto be prescribed by the Assembly
by resolution and approved by the Regional Co-coordinating Council on behalf
of the Local Government.

Liability to pay property rate

the owner of a ratable property of a permanent or temporary nature is required
to pay under any Bye-laws for the time being in force.

Metrop olitan/ Mun icipal/Distirct Assembly (Sale of Intoxi cating Liquor) Bye-Law,
2015

IN exercise of powers conferred on the Kassena Nankana Municipl Assembly by
section 79 of the local Government Act, 1993(Act 462) hereby make this Bye-law:

License

1.

(1) A person shall not distill or sell any intoxicating liquor either as a wholesale or
retailer in any part of the Municipality without a license issued by the Assembly. for
that purpose.

(2) The Assembly. shall issue separate licenses for distillation and retailing of
intoxicating liquor.

(3) Hotels, restaurants, bars and food joints that sell intoxicating liqguor shall apply
for a license beore selling intoxicating liquor at the premises.

(4) The Assembly shall fix the fees payable for the license so issued and such a
license shall expire on the 31 December of the yearin which the license was issued.
(5) The Assembly shall grant a license after the environmental department of the
Assembly. and the Police have conducted a survey certifying the suitability of the
premises for either the distilling or sale of the intoxicating liquor.

App lication to be in writing

2.

(1) An applicant for a license under this Bye-law shall submit an application in
writing to the Assembly and shall contain the name, the address, the place and type
of liquor the applicant intendsto sell or is selling.

(2) The report of the Environmental health department and other relevant
departments and agencies if it certifies the place as suitable for the activity shall
allow the issuance of the license.

(3) In issuing the license, the distillers or retailers shall submit themselves andtheir
workers for medical examinations conducted by the Medical Officer of Assembly or
other designated health facility approved by the Assembly who shall issue a health
certificate of all persons who shall work in the distillery or selling at a hotel,
restaurant, bars and food joints asfit and proper persons with no health problems
which may have an adverse effecton the people they serve.

(4) The Assembly. shall not issue a license to a distiller or seller who operates with
children under 18years of age.



(5) Where a person issued with a license operateswith children under 18 years, the
license shall be revoked and shall only be restored after the Assembly. has satisfied
itself that the breachshall not continue

Condition and Duration of License

3. Alicense issued under thislaw-:
a. Shall abide by the provision in the Liquor Licensing Act of 1970, and
b. Shall expire on the 31 Decamber, of the year in which it wasissued.

Fees
4. The Assembly shall by a resolution fix the fees payable for the issuance of the
license.

Powers of Collection of Fees

Prohibition

other conditions that may become necessary .

Sanitary Conditions of herbalisU zofémi ses
3. A herbalist shall-
(a) Keep hispremises and surroundings clean;

2015
IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Kassena NankanaMunicipal Assembly by
section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462) hereby make these Bye-Laws:
Prohibitions

Carriageway

1. A person shall not spill fuel and lubricants on any road in the Assembly.

2. (1) A person shall not damage any part of bitumen surface roads by dragging a
heavy metal or wood or stone or any other material on the surface of a road.

(2) A person shall not cook, fry or light any fire or any other material emitting

heat on the surface of any road.

(3) A person shall not use, pour or put corrosive material on the bitumen surface

roads.

(4) (1) A person shall not cut a trench on any part of the road or bore under
any road without a permit from Assembly All application for cutting or
boring shall pass through the Department of Roads. A permit will be
issued under the following conditions:

a) Assessment of associated cost as determined by Department of
Metro Roads
b) Payment of determined cost to Department of Metro Roads



c¢) Pursuant to the issuance of the permit, the Assembly through
Department of Roads shall take all necessary stepsto ensure safety
of road userswithin the vicinity of the activity
(2) The Department of Roads shall be regponsible for the proper and
timely reinstatement of the excavated area
(3) The applicant shall undertake the excavation activity strictly as per
guidelines specified in the approval letter.
(4) The Department of Roads shall supervise the excavation activity

3. A person shall not off-load or dump any item(s) or goods on any road or adjoining
shoulder or walkway so asto constitute obstruction to road and pedestrian traffic.

4. A person or a group of persons shall not block or erect a canopy on any road in the
Assembly for any funeral or social gathering without approved permit from the
authorised officer of the Assembly after an assessment by the Department of Roads and
payment of the approved fee for such purpose asshall be determined by the resolution
of the Assembly from time to time.

5 (1) A person who washesvehicles on a road commits an offence.

(2) A person who washes vehicles on the road shall have the vehicle impounded and
made to sign a bond before a Court of Law that the conduct shall not be repeated before
releasing the vehicle.

(3) A commercial vehicle washing bay that does not direct its waste water away from
the road commits an offence. The Assembly shall issue a written notice to the owner of
the premises to remedy the situation. If the offence continues after the notice has
expired, the equipment shall be seized and the owner shall sign a bond before a
Magistrate and pay the penalty for the offence and remedy the situation before the
release of the equpment.

(4) In addition to the bond the person shall pay a spot fine of 40 penalty units.

(5) For purposesof bye law 5(3), the Department of Metro Roads shall form a task force
to monitor and ensure compliance with the provisions of this bye law.

6. It isan offence to keep a disabled vehicle for more than 2 hourson an urban road.

7.1t is anoffence to trade in car booth sales, table top sales dc. on the carriageway and
walkway or shoulder

8. Any person or group of persons who erectsadvertising bill boards at intersections to
obstruct visibility at the intersecions commits an offence.



Drains

9. Any person or group of persons who dumps any type of solid material into a drain
commits an offence.

10. Any person or group of persons that undertake an activity that physically damages
the drain commits an offence.

11. Any person or group of persons that undertakesany activity which blocks the drain
(partially or completely) commits an offence.

12.Any person or group of persons who removes any type of drain cover (metal
gratings or concrete slabs) commits an offence.

Walkw ays and Shoulders

13. All pedestrian walkways shall remain open at all times to enable free and safe
passage of pedestrians.

(1) Erection or installation of stationary objeds in the nature of tables,
wooden kiosks, metal containers, boundary fence wall etc. on the
pedestrian walkway.

(2) Dumping of any material (sand, stonesetc.) for any purp ose

(3) Digging through walkways and/or shoulder

(4) Driving on awalkway and/or shoulder

(5) Digging and placing of signsin any road shoulder and walkway

Road Furniture
14. Road furniture shall consist of and not limited to road signs, crash barriers,
bollards, traffic signals, streetlights, hand and/or guard rails, road line markings
etc.
(1) A person shall not remove any road furniture from its originally installed
place
(2) For the purpose of item labove a person shall pay a fine of 120 penalty
units
(3) Any person who crashes into road furniture shall reinstate as per
recommendations from the Department of M etro Roads.
(4) Any person who defaces road line markings and signs commits an
offence.



Medians and Islands
15. Any activity that hinders the usage of a Median and Islands poses great risk to
pedestrians and motorists.

17. Any person who contravenes any provision of these Bye-laws commits an offence
and shall be liable on conviction by the court to a fine of between 40-70 penalty units or
in default 3 months of imprisonment or both.

IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Kassena NankanaMunicipal Assembly by
section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462) hereby make these Bye-Laws:

Driving at parks

1.

(1) A person other than authorised officials and employees of the Assembly shall

not drive or be driven or be apassenger in any mechanically propelled vehicle in

any park except with the permisson in writing of the Assembly and then only in

such areasasdesignated by the Assembly.

(2) Bye-law 1(1) shall not apply to wheelchairs, perambulators or similar vehicles
propelled by hand or mechanically which are used solely for the conveyance of
childr en or disabled persons.

Prohibitions

2.

(1) A person shall not turn out at the park with an animal to grazein a park, or
allow or suffer to stray or remain in the park, any catle, sheep, or other animals.
(2) Every person bringing a dog unto the park shall be responsible for its conduct
and shall be liable for any damage or injury which may be caused by it. A person
bringing a dog into the park must remove it from the park if so directed by an
authorised person and should be on leash.

(3) Every person in charge of a dog in the park shall prevent it from causing
annoyance to any person using the park or worrying, chasing, injuring or
disturbing any person in the park.

(4)If a dog defecatesin the park, the person in charge of the dog shall removethe
faeces.

3(1) A person who visit the park shall not trample upon any flower or destroy or
injure any tree, shrub or plant growing in the park or pluck, cut or remove any
flower or any fruit on any tree, sirub or plant growing therein.

(2) A person shall not climb any tree or shrub in the park or climb any fence,
railing or wall in the park.

(3) A person shall not injure, disfigure, write graffiti on or mark any seat, chair,
sculptu re or structure, in the park.

(4) A person shall not deface damage or otherwise interfere with any items of
infrastructure provided to support the proper functioning of the park, including



any surface, item of equipment, public light, fence, goalpost, street furniture or
any other structural item.

(5) A person who visits the park shall not take from the park or destroy or injure
or otherwise interfere with any animal in the park.

(6) The users of the park shall not throw any missle in the park to damage
property or endanger any other person or wildlife within the park.

(7)Take or remove any soil, sand, gravel, stone or timber from the park or dump
or dispose of any refuse in the park or into any watercourseglakes that adjoin the
parks or playgrounds except in receptacles provided for the purpose.

(8)A person shall not bring into the park any firearm, cutlass, catapult or any
other offensive weapon.

(9) A person shall not make bonfire, fire or barbecue or light any firework in the
park.

Use of equipment at the park

4. Where the Assembly has provided equipment or playing appliancesfor children in a
park, a person not above the appropriate age, specified on local playground signage,
shall use any of the equipment or playing appliances for children at the playground
specified by notice asbeing for the sole use of childr en of that specified age andunder.

Terms of sale

5. Save with the permisson in writing of the Assembly and subject to the terms and
conditions of permisdson, a person shall not sell, offer, offer for hire, or expose for sale
in the park any commodity of any kind whatsoever or exhibit any sign, poster, handbill,
or other notice in the park soliciting for sale.

Advertising at the parks

6.No person shall display any advertisement, or erect, exhibit, affix, chalk or paint any
picture, bill, placard, banner, tract or notice in any open space or on any wall, fence or
hedge enclosing any park or open space without going through the procedures stated
under the bye-laws on billboards and signboards.



Playing ball games

7. (1) No person, club or organisation shall organise or take part in the game of
football or any other game or athletics when such activity is not allowed at the
park.
(2) Any person, club or organisation contravening bye-law 7(1) shall be removed
immediately from the park because any admitted person is a licensee who shall
remain in the garden subjectto good behavior.

Obstruction

8 (1) A member of the public who has visited the park shall not obstruct or
interfere with any employee or agent of the Assembly. or other person in the
exercise of his’her duty or disobey his/her lawful direcions.
(2)Nothing in these Bye-laws shall interfere with or affect or prevent the carrying
on of any work or duty in connection with any park or open space by employees
or agents of the Assembly. or by a contractor instructed by the Assembly. or by
an employeeof any such contractor.

(1) No premises or place shall serve asa slaughter house unlessthe premises has
been approved by the Assembly as such. To that extent the Assembly shall
oversee daughter house in the city of Ghana.

(2) The Assembly shall form a Task Force to check persons operating slaughter
housesnot approved by the Assembly and cause them to cease operations.

(3)The slaughter-house shall be opened for the slaughter of animals during the
hours of5am and 3pm only asthe slaughter house shall stipulate but in special
circumstances and on the realization of such, extra fee as the officials may think
fit, allow the slaughter of an animal at any other time, under his written
permisson.

(4)Every slaughter house shall pay a fee to be fixed by a special resolution of the
Assembly for the issuance of a permit to operate aslaughter house,

(5) The Assembly before issuing the permit shall be guided by the expert advice
from the Veterinary Officer and the Environmental Health Officer of the
Assembly.

Operational manual

2.The

Veterinary and Environmental Health Officers shall fix at a conspicuous place in

the slaughter house a natiice showing: -

(i) The hours of working of the slaughter house.
(ii) The feespayable and
(i) Any other directions that the slaughter house may seefit to issue.

Display of Slaughter house Bye-law
3. A copy of these Bye-Laws and a list of the registered slaughter-men shall be hanged
at a conspicuous place in the slaughter-house to enable all persons working therein to

know these bye-laws.



Infe cted person

4, (i) A person infected with tuberculosis, or any other infedious or contagious
disease shall not enter the slaughter house.
(i) The Veterinary and Environmental Officers shall require any person using
the slaughter-house to submit to a medical inspection which shall be done before
working in the slaughter house.

Entry

5. No person other than the Metropolitan/ Municipal/District staff on duty, inspecting
officers, butchers slaughter-men and their assistants or bonafide servants shall enter the
slaughter house premises during the process of slaughtering, flaying or cutting up of
carcasses.

Prohibitions

6. Any person transgressing the provisions of Bye-Laws 4 (i) and 5 shall be removed

from the slaughter house summarily under the direcions of Veterinary Public Health

Officer.

7. (i) No person shall rub or cause to be rubbed the inner sides of the skins upon the

ground within any portion of the slaughter house.
(i) Hides and skins shall not be dragged within the slaughter house premises
except on the hairy sides.

2. No gut saapping trips cleaning manufacture or preparation of articles of food for
meant animals, house hold washing or work of any nature, other than isinvolved in
the slaughter house of animals and the dressing of carcasses, shall be permitted in
the slaughter house.

In spection of animals
9. Every animal intended for slaughter shall be brought to the Lairage and presented for
inspection to the Veterinary and Environmental Officers.
10. The Veterinary Public Health Officer shall not approve an animal for slaughter, if: -
(i) It is lessthan 15 months old.
(i) It is in afebrile condition or is excessively old.
(iii) It is pregnant or iswith unweaned young.



(iv) It isdeceased or in adying condition provided that an animal which has met
with an accident, but is otherwise healthy may be goproved.

(v) It shows symptoms of having been treated cruelly by over-trucking, over-
driving, or other acts.

(vi) Adog or

(vii) Any animal not meant for slaughter or for the slaughter of which the
slaughter house isnot provided.

Any animal brought into the slaughterhouse in contravention of this Bye-Laws
hall be summarily removed under the orders of the Veterinary and
Environmental Officers.

Mai ntenance of register
11. The Veterinary and Environmental Officers shall maintain a register in which he
shall record: -
(i) The age, class, sex and a brief description of each animal presented for
slaughter.
(i) Name and addressof the owner of the animal.
(iii) Result of ante-mortem inspection.
(iv) Result of post mortem inspection and
(v) Fees recwered.

Rejected animal
12. An animal rejected for slaughter shall not be brought again to the slaughterhouse.

Infe ctious animal

13. Animal found to be affected by any zoonotic disease or which are reasonably
suspected of being so affected shall, if the Veterinary and Environmental Officers so
directs, to be quarantined forthwith Appr oved animals

14. Animals approved for slaughter shall be branded or marked with a distinctive mark
on the ears, hoofs or horns and admitted to the waiting yard, provided that no animal
shall be admitted to the lairage, if the prescribed fee hasnot beenpaid.

15. While in the kraal the owner or the person in charge of the animal shall be
responsible for its seaurity, proper care, feeding and watering provided that the



slaughter house may arrange for feeding of animals, while in the lairage and recover the
expansesfrom the owner.

Collection of fees

16. Saughter house fee will be collected from the owners or person in charge for all the
animals to be slaughtered after inspection has beencompleted. The fee will be fixed by
the Assembly from time to time.

In spection of slaughter materials

17. The Veterinary and Environmental Officers may inspect the instruments and
appliances of every slaughter-man and may prohibit the use of any instrument or
appliance by a slaughter-man, if in his opinion such instrument or appliance is not in
proper working condition.

Place of slaughter

18. The Veterinary and Environmental Officers shall assign a place to each slaughter-
man for slaughtering and no animal shall be slaughtered by a slaughter man at any
other place than the place assigned to him.

Slaughter of animals

19. Every animal shall be slaughtered immediately over the drain and no blood shall be
allowed to flow upon the floor. No animal shall be slaughtered in public view, or in
view of another animal.

20. Saughtered animals shall be disemboweled as soon as possible after slaughter, to
the satisfaction of the Veterinary and Environmental Officers.

21. That the offal of the slaughtered animals shall not be washed into the drain or
allowed to drop on the floor but shall be emptied into receptacles provided for the
purpose by the slaughter house.

Burial of carcass

22. The Veterinary and Environmental Officers may cause to be buried or destroyed
any carcass or part of a carcass found to be blown or stuffed.

23. All carcasses shall after flaying and the cleaning be presented to the Veterinary
Public Health Officer for inspection.



24. (i) Veterinary and Environmental Officers, shall have his own knives, wipe and
instruments for examining carcassesand parts and organsthereof.
(i) Knives and other instruments that have been used for cutting or examining
any diseased organ, gland or tissue shall not again be used for any purpose until
they have beenproperly disinfected.

Condemned meat
25. All meat examined and condemned shall be destroyed, buried or otherwise
disposed of under the orders of the Veterinary Public Health Officer.

Passed meat

26. All carcasss which have been examined and passed by the Veterinary and
Environmental Health Officers as fit for human consumption shall be marked
? $ R Béd and Passed? wE O @®dn idéentifying mark for the kind of meat.

Removal of carcass

27.No person shall remove any carcass from the slaughter house premises until it has

beenduly examined and passed by the Veterinary and Environmental Health Officers.

28. (1)No person shall remove or cause to be removed from the premises of the
slaughter house any carcass or meat except in a clean receptacle and covered in
such a manner as to be saeened from public view and adequately protected
against fliesand dust.
(2)If any carcass or meat is removed in a vehicle the conveyance shall be such
that the meatis well ventilated but at the same time invisible. The carcasses shall
be huge on hooks and not dumped on the floor of the vehicle.

Conveyance of meat

29. BEvery person who conveys or causes tobe conveyed meat from the slaughter house:
(1) Shall cause to be kept clean the inside and covering of the vehicle, the
receptacle in which the meatis placed and such parts or any slings or other
implements or apparatus used for loading or unloading ascome into act with
meat or its covering.



(2) If the vehicle is open at the top, back or sides shall cause the meat to be
adequately saeened andprotected by meansof a clean cloth or other suitable
material and

(3) Shall not permit any live animal or any other article to be conveyed in the
vehicle atthe same time asmeat

Precautions

30. Bvery person engaged in the handling or transport of meat shall take such
precautions as are necessary to prevent the meatfrom coming into contact with the
ground of being otherwise or subjectto contamination.

Offen ce and penalty

31. A person who commits a breach of the provisions of any of these bye-laws shall, on
conviction be liable to a fine of between 50-80 penalty units or three months
imprisonment or both.

Kassena Nankana Municipl Assembly (Control of Mi Ils) Bye-Laws, 2015
IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Kassena Nankana Municipl Assembly by
section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462) hereby make these Bye-laws:

Building and Development permit
1. A person shall not operate a mill within the Assemblyz area of authority without
first obtaining-
(a) A development permit for the site from the Physical Planning Development of
theAssembly, and
(b) A building permit from the Physical Planning Department of Assembly.

License
2. A person shall not operate a mill without a license from the Department of Physical
Planning of the Assembly.

Fees

3. (1) The Assembly shall by a resolution fix the fees payable for the issuance of the
license.
(2) A permit issued by the Assembly shall expire on the 31 day of December of the
year of issue.

Dimension of premi ses
4. (1)A person shall not use aroom or structure asa mill if;
(@) It is less than 4.2 meters long 3.6 meters wide and less thand 6 @eters high
from the floor level; and
(b) The floor is not made of concrete or others approved impervious material; and
(c) The walls are not fly- proofed.

Prohibition
5. A person shall not use aroom used asamill also asaliving or bed room.

Times of operation



6. A mill shall be openedto the public only betweenthe hoursof 5.am and 7p.m

Prohibited person

7. (DA proprietor or person in charge of a mill shall not allow any person suffering
from an infectious or contagious disease to operate the mill.
(2) For purposesof Bye-Law 7(1), the Medical Officer of Assembly or a designated
health facility shall examine the operator(s) and certify their health condition
suitable to operate the machine which shall form part of the conditions for granting
the license.

M onitoring and Enforcement
8. The physical planning department and the Municipal Assembly of the
Assembly shall monitor and enforce the provisions of this Bye-law.

Offen ce and Penalty

9. A person who contravenes any provisions of these Bye-Laws commits an offence
and is liable on summary conviction to a fine of between 30-60 penalty units or in
default to aterm of imprisonment not exceeding three months or both.

Kassena Nankana Municipl Assembly (Public Marke t) Bye-Laws, 2015
IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Kassena NankanaMunicipal Assembly by
section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462) hereby make these Bye-Laws:
Control of marke ts
1. The Assembly. shall have ownership, exclusive control and management of the
marketsin the entire Municipality .

Hours of operation

2. All markets shall be open to the public every day of the week that is from
Monday to Saturday from 6 oz I&ck in the morning until 6 oz I&ck in the evening
and on Sundays from 6 oglock in the morning until 5 ozlock in the evening.

Allotment of stores, stalls and spaces

3. (1)Storesshall be allotted to allotteesfor sale of items or articles as the Assembly
may direct from time to time;
(2) Subject to Bye-Law 3(1), all applications for the allotment of stalls shall be
made to the Assembly-Chief Superintendent of markets or to such other officer
asthe Assembly  Chief Exeautive for that purpose may appoint;
(3) For purposes of Bye-law 3(2), the Chief Superintendent of the market or a
person designated by the Mayor may recdve all applications in respect of vacant
stalls in all existing markets for allotment;
(4) In allotting a stall, the Assembly. shall be guided by the date of application
and the date of payment of feesprescribed under the application;
(5) The Assembly may refuse allotment of any stall to an applicant previously
convicted of an offence under these Bye-Laws;
(6) For the avoidance of doubt the grant of all stalls shall be made by the
Assembly.
Rent

4. (1)The Assembly shall by aresolution fix the rent payable for the stall from time
to time;
(2) On payment of rent for a stall a recdapt specifying the period in respect of
which it is paid shall be issued to the allottee and the receipt shall be prima facde
evidence of the payment of rent for the specified period.



(3) Failure to produce the recapt on demand by a person authorized by the
K.M.A., shall render the occupier of a stall liable to gjection from the stall or be
made to pay a penalty specified by a resolution of the Assembly. from time to
time;

(4) All rents may be paid in advance and where the rent is payable monthly or
quarterly any part of a month or quarter shall count as entire month or quarter;
(5) The period for which rent has been paid shall run from and include the day of
allotment and shall expire on the last day of the period for which rent has been
paid;

(6) In case of an allotment by the month, the occupier of any stall shall give notice
of intention to discontinue the use thereof at least seven days before the
expiration of the period in resgpect of which rent hasbeenpaid; otherwise he shall
be liable for rent in respect of the succeeding month.

Liability for loss or damage

(1) The Assembly. shall not be under any liability for any loss or damage to the
property of any occupier of any store in a matter due to fire, theft, burglary or
any other cause whatsoever.

(2) An allottee of Assembly. stall in all the markets shall insure their properties
against fire, theft/burglary or other foreseedle contingencies.

Transfers, Subletting and Succession

(1) An occupier of any store, in a market shall not sublet or share such store,
except with the written consent of the Assembly.;

(2) A license granted by the Assembly. to any person to use or occupy any
store/stall, table or space in any market shall be personal to the licensee only, and
the transfer of some or any part thereof or any transaction or dealing therewith
such might by operation of law or equity have the effect of transferring same or
any part thereof or any therein to any person at any time without due notice to
the Assembly. is prohibited;

(3) The ownership of a stall shall not be assumed or devolved by way of
succession. Upon the death of the original allottee, the interest in the stall
automatically revertsto the Assembly.;



(4) Where an allottee dies,the Assembly. should be notified of such death stating
whether the deceased wasoccupying it or not;

(5) Any relative of the deceased person who expresses an interest in the store
should apply to the Assembly. Within three months after notification for
consideration and approval by the Assembly and if the application is successful,
a fresh tenancy agreement shall be exeauted between the Assembly. and the
successul applicant;

(6) Where the real tenant was not in occupation before his/her death, the
Assembly should be obliged in fairness or by way of equity transfer the interest
in it to the person who was occupying it as a sub-lessee before his death if such
occupation waswith the written consent of the Assembly.

(7) In any other situation the Assembly resavesthe right, or disaretion to decide
who should occupy it depending on the objective conditions surrounding that
situation.

Transfer of i nterest by person alive

(1) A sitting tenant can only transfer his/her interest in a stall by submitting a
formal application to the Metropolitan Co-coordinating Director stating clearly
his intention and reason for the transfer;

(2) A market standing Committee comprising the Market Manager, Metropolitan
/Municipal/District Coordinating Director or the deputy or a representative of
the Coordinating Director and the Assembly Sdicitor and a member secretary
shall handle such applications;

(3) In such situations, feesto be charged should be approved by a resolution of
the Assembly.

Desertion
(1) The Assembly. resavesthe right to re-enter a store(s) and re-allocate same to
any interested person if-
(a) The occupier deserts the store for 3 months without notice to the
Assembly. and fails to pay daily tolls.
(b) Fails to pay the rent due for 3 months;
(c) Therealtenant had sold it to athird party;



(d) Or hasrelinquished his interestto third party without the written consent
of the Assembly.

(e) The Market manager shall through the daily tool collectors furnish the
Metro Chief Executive with the names and store numbers of storeswhich
are not opened and thus fail to pay daily toll.

(f) The Assembly shall before re-entry issue noticesto the tenant and or paste
a copy at the store where the tenant cannot be traced of the Assemblyz U
intention to re-enter;

Dispute resolution

9. (1) The market Standing Committee of the K.M.A. shall resolve all disputes
relating to the stalls in markets controlled by the KM.A_;
(2) A party dissatisfied with the decision of the Standing Committee, may appeal
to the Chief Exeautive of the K.M.A. for a review of such decision twenty one
days from the date of the decision by the mark et standing committee;
(3) The review Committee comprises of the Market Manager, the Estates Officer,
the Sdicitor of the Assembly as member Secretary and two other lawyers with
the most senior counsel asthe chairman;
(4) A party dissatisfied with the decision of the Review Committee has the right
to go to the Law Court.

Salesrestriction

10. (1) A person shall not sell at any place in any market other than in the store
allotted to him;
(2) A person who sells or purchases goods or stock near estabished markets
other than approved places or erects stalls at places other than the estadished
markets commits an offence and shall be liable for prosecution.

Appr opriation of parts of the market

11.Parts of the market shall be specially set aside by the Assembly. for the sale of
specified articles and the sale of such articles shall be prohibited elsewhere in the
market.

Daily Sellers



12. (1)The Assembly shall specifically set aside a portion of the market for the use of
daily sellers who shall pay to the Assembly such daily fees so fixed by a
resolution of the Assembly
(2) The toll collector shall issue a recept/ticket to the sellers therein which shall
be prima facie evidence of payment of the tool for the day in quegion;

(3) The seller shall display the ticket or the recept issued for the day at the place
of business or shows same on request by an officer, agent or a person authorized
by the Assembly;

(4) Where a seller fails to produce the recapt/ticket on demand and fails to give
any justifiable reason for the failure, by a person authorized by the Assembly.,
shall render the daily seller liable for ejectment from the market or pay a penalty
so approved by aresdution of the Assembly.

Cleaning of store

13. (1)An occupier of a Store, in a market shall be responsible for the cleanliness of
his store atall times.
(2) Bdore cleaning the market at the close of the day every occupier shall
thoroughly clear his store and its surroundings and the refuse placed at locations
provided for the purpose.

Prohibition on exposure of f ood

14. (1) An occupier of any store/stall in the market shall not expose any article of
food for sale from a stall or from atable or other support of a minimum height of
at least on and half meters from the ground.
(2) The Health Department of the Assembly shall ensure that food meant for
human consumption shall not be exposed for sale without adequate protection
from dust, flies orother insect.

Screening of food products and meat

15. (1) Food meant for human consumption shall not be exposed for sale in any
market, unlessit is protected by means of screensof a pattern approved by the
health department of theAssembly



(2) The practice of carry ing meat productsin the booths of vehicles, open vehicles
being trampled upon by butchers, baskets, and other unhygienic practices is
hereby banned.

(3) The Assemblyz kkalth and environmental departments shall ensure that meat
being conveyed to any market in the Municipality shall be conveyed in a
recognized meat van.

Infe ctious disease
16. A person suffering from any infectious or contagious disease shall not enter or
sell in any market.

Cleanliness

17. (1) An occupier of a stall shall during the occupancy keep the same in a clean
state, and shall saub, sweep or otherwise clear away any dirt and rubbish before
leaving the mark et at the end of the dayz selling;
(2) An occupier of a stall or any other support for the purpose of exposing food
for sale shall wash with clean water before leaving at the end of the dayz selling,
such store/ stall, table or other support;
(3) All dirt, rubbish and sweepings shall be deposited in covered receptacles
provided by the Assembly for that purpose or approved refuse sites.
(4) The Assembly. shall as often as is necessary, ensure that the contents the
receptacle are removed to ensure deanliness,
(5) It is the regponsibility of the market managers to set up atask force to ensure
compliance with the provision of this Bye-law for all markets controlled by the
Assembly

Prohibited articles
18. A person shall not bring or cause to be brought into the market or keep therein
any of the follow ing:
(a) Any live animal except birds;
(b) The skin of any animal unlessit is dry and properly cured;
(©) A Sanitary Officer of the Assembly. who shall act on the advice of the
Medical Officer of Health concerned or a person authorized by such



Medical Officer of Health to ensure compliance with the provisions of
Bye-Law 18.

19.Fowls, ducks, guinea-fowls and turkeys offered for sale in the market shall be

kept in coops or restrained from free movement.

Children

20. Any person in charge of a child in the market shall be regponsible for the good

behaviour or such child and shall clear up any litter or any nuisance that such
child may cause.

Butchers cloth ing

21. (1) Butchers and their assistants when engaged in carrying handling or selling

meat shall wear clean clothes of styles approved by the sanitary officer of the
Assembly who shall act on the advice of the medical officer of Health concerned
in respect of such style of clothing;

(2) The health department shall ensure that clothes worn by butchers are clean
and meetthe prescriptions given by the Medical Officer of health;

(3) A butcher who flouts the directive on the clothing shall receive a warning in
the first instance. If the breach continues, the Assembly will fine the butcher 40
penalty units,

(4) If the breach continues dter the payment of a fine, the Assembly in
conjunction with the butchers association suspend the said butcher from
operating in any market controlled by the Assembly for a period of one month
after which the person shall be readmitted after signing a bond that he shall
comply with the Bye-law regarding dressing at the time of conveying meat.

Unw holesome food

22. A person who brings into the market or sell or offer for sale therein any article

for human consumption which is unwholesome shall be guilty of an offence.

Prohibition



23. Except seaurity officers in charge of the markets, no person shall use the market
asasleeping place.

Right of entry

24. It shall be lawful for the Metropolitan Chief Exeautive or his representative to
enter the market at reasonable times and to inform the Assembly of any non-
compliance with these Bye-laws or to enforce same.

Obedience to the direction of Assembly.

25. Every person using the market shall obey the reasonable directions of the officers
of Assembly, including directions given for the purpose of cleanliness, order and
regularly in such markets and of facilitating the conduct of business therein.

Categorization of markets
26.Markets in the Assembly shall be divided into such categoriesand assigned such
facilities asthe Assembly. may determine.

27. A person shall not light fire in any part of the market or keep or sell any
explosives orhighly flammable substancesin the market place.

28. These rules and bye-laws shall apply to the markets listed hereunder in the
Schedule.

29. Any person who contravenesany of these Bye-laws shall be guilty of an offence
and upon conviction be liable to a fine of 60-100 pendty units or to a term of
imprisonment not exceeding six months.

IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Metropolitan/Municipal/ District Assembly
by section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993 (Act 462) hereby makethese Bye-Laws:

Provision of lor ry parks

1.

(1) A driver of a motor vehicle plying for public hire of fares shall not in the
public part of the Municipality between 6.a.m and 6 p.m. load or unload or
permit the loading of goods, except at the place provided for that purpose by
the Assembly

(2) Nothing in these Bye-laws shall prohibit-

the loading or unloading of passengers or goods from any private store,
dwelling house, shop, market or other place in the Municipality in the event of an
accident or bonafide breakdown of the vehicle.

Creation of Lorry Park

(1) A person or group of persons shall not have the right to create, build or
estadish a lorry park in the Municipality without the prior approval of the
Assembly;

(2) For purposesof the precedng paragraph, an application to operate a parking
place shall be submitted to the Assembly which shall assessthe suitability or
otherwise of the site and location of the lorry park. (3) Where the location is
approved, the applicant(s) shall be notified who shall pay the approved fees
fixed by the resolution of the Assembly together with making available amenities
for the lorry park as a condition of the grant. In the case of a private developer,
he shall make available the amenitiesspecified by the Assembly.

(4) There shall be payable to Assembly for the use of a parking placein regpect of
each maor vehicle a parking fee fixed by a resolution of the Assembly. (5) Only
transport operators with permits from Assembly. shall provide services at the
lorry parksor terminals.

Parking of vehicle in public pathway
11. Any person who-



(a) Parks avehicle; or

(b) Parks goods or itemsin any public pathway or pavement shall be guilty
of an offence.

Obstructing traff ic

1.

(DNo bottles, empty cases spare parts of vehicles or derelict vehicles shall be
placed, parked , or allowed to cause obstruction to traffic or other users of the
road, be an gyesare or unpleasant to the public.

(2) The Assembly shall have atask force from the transport department which
shall ensure that broken down vehicles within the Municipality aretowed at a
fee against the owner or the person in charge at the time of the break down
off the road.

(3) With respect to heavy duty vehicles, the task force shall liaise with the
Police Mot or Traffic Transport Union to forestall traffic congestion.

Parking Feespayable

2.

(1) A driver of a vehicle shall pay the prescribed fee to the person appointed
by the Assembly. or the authorized person as a collector of parking feeswho
shall issue a recapt to him which he shall produce on demand by an
authorised officer of Assembly.;

(2) A driver who fails to produce such ticket shall be deemed to have used a
parking space without paying the prescribed fee;

(3) The attendant/Collector shall issue a ticket in regpect of each payment
specifying the amount paid, and the date of issue and the registration number
of the vehicle and such ticket shall be available only for the motor vehicle
indicated thereon and is not transferable;

(4) Theticket so issued, shall be valid for a prescribed period.

Regulation of Lorry Park

3.

Every driver of a motor vehicle using the lorry park designated parking
facility shall-

(1) Enter the lorry park by the opening marked ? $tranci <and leave by the
opening markl E wR$&



(2) Park his motor vehicle in the lorry park or designated parking facility in
such space asmay be indicated by the attendant;

(3) Seaure his motor vehicle from movement by keeping the hand brake on or
adopting any other effective means.

(4) Refrain from unnecessary blowing of the horn

(5) Not permit the exeaution of any substantial repairs or to work upon his
vehicle atthe lorry park except such asmay be absolutely necessary .

Prohibitions

4. A person shall not kindle any fire or use any naked light in the lorry park.

5. A person shall not deposit or cause to be deposited any refuse, rubbish or any
offensive matter on the lorry park except at such places designated for that
purpose.

Nuisance
6. A person shall not cause any nuisance in the lorry park.

Access to premi ses
7. A person shall not park a vehicle at a place in an unreasonable manner so as
to prevent accessto any premises.

Clamping of vehicles

8. (1)A vehicle parked in contravention of these Bye-laws shall be clamped by
the Assembly or its authorized agents.
(2) An owner of the clamped vehicle shall pay a spot fine in accordance with
the fee fixed by Assembly. by resolution before the releaseof the vehicle to
him.

Regulating lorry parks at filling stations

9. (1)Where agroup of persons intend to operate a lorry park at a filling station,
the persons shall go through the processof obtaining a license as spelt out
under Bye-law 2 above.
(2)The Assembly shall ensure that the necessary precautions are in place to
forestall any danger.



Towing of vehicles
10. (1) The Assembly or its authorized agents shall tow any vehicle parked at an
unauthorized place upon the following conditions-

(a) The vehicle being towed shall be deposited at a place to be designated by
Assembly.;

(b) The driver or person in charge of the towed vehicle shall pay a spot fine in
accordance with the fee fixing resolution of the Assembly before the
release of thevehicle;

(c) The Assembly shall take all reasonable care to ensure the safety of the
towed vehicle but shall not take personal responsibility for any loss or
damage of the vehicle.

Prohibitions

11. A person bringing foodstuffs or livestock into the lorry park for the purposes
of off-loading shall not park in the strees or lanes adjacent to the park.
Foodstuffs or livestock being off loaded at a lorry park shall be undertaken at
the appropriate market by their owners within two hours after the arrival of
the cargo.

12. (1) All commercial activities at the lorry station should be operated by
permits. In case of sale of liquor, a pdice clearance certificate should be
obtained asspecified in Assembly. bye law for sale of intoxicating liquor.

(2) No persons or owners of vehicles shall perform any commercial activities
in or on vehicles parked at any designated parking places.

(3) The exeaution of any substantial repairs or work upon a vehicle shall not
be permitted except such asmay be asolutely necessary .

(4) No person shall park avehicle at a place in an unreasonable manner so as
to prevent any available acessto any premises.

(5) Every manager of a lorry station or designated parking place shall
estaddish a system for proper sanitation as deined by the Assembly
Environmental Department for every permitted station or designated parking
areain the Municipa lity .



(6) The Transport Department of the Assembly shall estaldish a task force
with a mandate to inspect all lorry parks or parking facility and issue the
notices and foll ow through with monitoring and enforcing all the provisions
of these bye-laws.

(7) The Transport Department shall maintain an effective call center to recave
comments, complaints and other feedbacks from stakeholders and the general
public.

(8) All complaints arising out of the applications of these bye-laws should be
forwarded to the MCD/ DCD for investigations and redress.

13. (1) All commercial activities at the lorry station should be operated by
permits.

(6) The Transport Department of the Assembly shall estaldish a task force
with a mandate to inspect all lorry parks or parking facility and issue the
notices and follow through with monitoring and enforcing all the provisions
of these bye-laws.

(7) The Transport Department shall maintain an effective call center to recave
comments, complaints and other feedbacks from stakeholders and the general
public.

(8) All complaints arising out of the applications of these bye-laws should be
forwarded to the MCD/DCD for investigations and redress.

Offen ce and penalty



14. Any person contravening any of the provisions of these Bye-laws shall be
guilty of an offence and shall be liable on conviction to a fine of between60to
100 penalty units or in default to a term of imprisonment for a term not
exceeding three months.

Kassena Nankana Municipl Ass embly (Operation of Commercial
Vehi cles) Bye-Laws, 2015
IN exercise of the powers conferred on the Kassena Nankana Municipl Assembly by
section 79 of the Local Government Act, 1993(Act 462) hereby make these Bye-Laws:

App lication and Fees

1. (1) every application for commercial vehicle registration shall be made to the
licensing officer of the Assembly by the regponsible exeautivesof the local union
or branch under which it intends to operate.
(2INo commercial vehicle registration shall be approved under these bye-laws
unless the vehicle in respect of which the registration is required has been
licensed as acommercial vehicle and certified asroad worthy in accordance with
the provisions of the Road Traffic Act any other appropriate enactment at the
time in force

2. A person shall not paint or spray or equip any vehicle or cause or allow any vehicle
painted or sprayed or equipped for use asa commercial vehicle without the authority of
the licensing officer.

The evidence of the registration shall be:

i) A sticker affixed to the windscreen of the vehicle.

i) The sticker shall be renewed annually valid until the date (one year dter the
expiration of the previous permit) upon renewal of the appropriate permit.



3. (2)a commercial passenger vehicle registration shall not be approved unless the
vehicle in regect for the registration has been licensed by the Driver Vehicle
Licensing Authority for commercial operations. This shall be evidenced by the
official colour of vehicle registration number plate affixed to the plate. Every
vehicle registered under these bye-laws shall remain equipped and fitted in the
manner under which it was originally licensed under the Driver Vehicle
Licensing Authority for commercial operations.

(2) All commercial vehicles must operate from an approved station and shall pay
a daily toll for the use of the loading station.

(3) A commercial vehicle registration shall be completed by paying the requisite
feefixed by the resolution of the Assembly.

Issue and display of license
4. The licensing officer shall issue a vehicle sticker with the registration number of the
vehicle inscribed on it which shall be displayed on the front windscreen of the vehicle.

Display of License

5. The driver of every vehicle operating bus services, minibus will be required to
boldly display a destination board in front of the vehicle at all times and the
vehicle shall have a sticker issued by the union which shall be affixed to it
indicating the lorry station it is registered under.

6. (1Thedriver named in the operating permit to drive a commercial vehicle have in
his possession the commercial driverz Wcense issued by the Assembly whenever
he isusing the vehicle to work.

(2) Where the owner or driver or union decides to allow another driver to drive
the commercial vehicle that driver must have a valid driving license and a valid
Assembly driverz lcemse

Number of passengers
7. A licensed commercial vehicle shall not be permitted to carry more than the

permitted capacity of the vehicle as determined by the Driver Vehicle Licensing
Autho rity.



Duties of | icensees
8. (1) every driver permitted to drive a conmercial vehicle under this bye-law shall:
(a) Observer all traffic regulations including pedestrian crossing;
(b) Display avalid sticker on the windscreen of the commercial vehicle in
regpectof which the permit has beengranted.
(c) Notify the Assembly of any change in his postal, resdential or office
addresswithin seven days of such change.
(d) Keep ard maintain the commercial vehicle in good repairs.
(2) A person permitted to drive a commercial vehicle under this bye-law shall
not:
(a) Permit any person other than the person licensed under this Bye-law to drive the
commercial vehicle unless the person also holds a commercial driverz lWcense from the
Assembly but has no car.
(b) Remove, deface, alter, mutilate or cancel the license or any notice mark affixed to
the commercial vehicle in pursuance of this Bye-law nor, allow or permit any other
person to do same.
(c) Permit the commercial vehicle to be used for any unlawful purpose.
(d) Display any advertisement inside or outside the coach or taxi without the consent of
Assembly or the appropriate authorities asrequired by the bye-laws of Assembly with
regard to fees.

Revocation of license
9. (1) A commercial vehicle registered under a permit shall be revoked by the
Assembly. if the vehicle is not road worthy or otherwise in contravention with
any road traffic regulations in force at the time of or any other provisions of this
bye-law.
(2) The Court may make an order for the suspension or the prohibition of the use
of the vehicle for transport services where the driver has beenconvicted under
this bye-law on two or more occasions for-
(a) Using the coach, minibus, bus or taxi for illicit purposes,
(b) Dishonesty; or
(c) Failing to keep or maintain the coach or taxi in a manner required
by any enactment for the time being force.
